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This symposium centers on the presentation and discussion of the newest ideas, issues and perspectives on entrepreneurship, strategic management and international business, delivered and instructed by the world’s leading scholars in these areas, including Professors Garry Bruton, Yadong Luo, Marjorie Lyles, and David Ahlstrom. They will shed light on emerging issues, new perspectives and future research on entrepreneurship, strategic management and international business as well as interfaces among these three domains.  
Global success today requires firms to excel in entrepreneurship orientations, strategic management and international business pursued in an interactive and simultaneous fashion. Operating in a constantly changing environment and often facing many institutional voids, emerging market firms (and Chinese firms in particular) rely immensely on the adoption of the compositionary strategy requiring the use of entrepreneurial, strategic, and international strategies at the same time in search of fulfillment of various goals in both domestic and international markets. Looking separately and looking ahead, there exist a multitude of new views, emerging issues, and critical research topics in each of these three fields. This symposium aims to promote dialogue with and among the aforementioned renowned scholars in these fields on some specific issues, theories, and perspectives, which may constitute in part the “road ahead” for future research. 

In the post-crisis era, many Chinese firms are under pressure to restructure and reorganize to cope with new competitive and regulatory parameters both at home and abroad. This initiative begs the insights from strategy research to help entrepreneurs making their crucial decisions in the dynamic post-crisis global business environment. This symposium hopes to offer academic insights on a myriad of issues concerned by both global scholars and frontier practitioners.

Format: The one-day symposium on December 17 will be featured by keynote speeches by the above four scholars. This will be followed by a special round-table Q&A session in which all the four keynote speakers will take questions and share their thoughts together. 
The morning of the 18th will be featured with a few plenary sessions in which some mainland Chinese scholars will present their latest papers or projects, inviting comments and suggestions from the renowned top scholars.
