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All three subscales had satisfactory reliability estimates: GR a =0.70; BR a =0.71; and NR
a =0.70. Validated Reliability estimates, based on the whole sample, were above 0.70
(Nunnally, 1978): GR a=0.79; BR a =0.83; and NR a = 0.82.
